I. Scene

i. Feb 15, Street in Rome

· Flavius and Marullus, two tribunes

· Showed that crowed was wishy washy by how they first like Pompey, then Caesar

· Compares Caesar to a bird

· Tiber is a river in Rome

· Lupercal is a fertility festival that takes place on Feb. 15

· “You blocks, you stones, you worse than senseless things.” – Marullus (lines 34-35) – Shows people are ignorant.

ii. Feb. 15, Street in Rome

· Ides of March on 15th of March

· Caesar tells Antony to touch Calpurnia in the race (this will cause her to gain fertility & have ability to have a child)

· Soothsayer tells Caesar to beware the Ides of March-March 15th
· Cassius says that Caesar is a Wolf because the Romans are sheep

· Caesar rejects the crown three times

· Conspiracy needs Brutus because he is like “raichest alchemy” – he turns a bad thing (murder) into a good one (preserve democracy)

· Casca tells Brutus & Cassius what happened at the race

· Reveals Caesar’s vulnerability and power (contrast)

· Shows Cassius’s manipulative ability (how devious he is)

· Calpurnia = Caesar’s wife

· Cassius = Main conspirator

· Cicero = very famous lawyer & senator (despite Antony; Antony later kills him)

· Caesar is epileptic and deaf in left ear

· Colossus is a huge statue of the sun god Helios

· “When Caesar says ‘do this,’ it is preformed.” - Antony (line 10) – shows that Caesar has incredible power

· “Beware the ides of March” – Soothsayer (line 18) – foreshadowing to Caesar’s death

· “Set honor in one eye & death in th’ other / and I will look on both indifferently” – Brutus (lines 86-87) – shows he is honorable

· “Let me have men about me that are fat.” – Caesar (line 192) – shows Caesars understands how to maintain power.

iii. March 14/15, a street in Rome

· Casca talks with Cicero & then Cassius about the storm & the impending murder of Caesar

II. Scene

i. March 16 early in the morning, Brutus’s house

· Brutus says that Caesar is a serpent’s egg that should be killed in the shell

· Brutus discusses with the conspirators to not make an oath, not to include Cicero, not to kill Mark Antony

· Decius = very good manipulator – advances plot

· Brutus uses metaphor to compare Caesar to a serpents egg

· Brutus prefers to kill Caesar’s spirit – shows his naivety

· Brutus sees senators as sick because they are losing power

· “I know no personal cause to spurn at him but for the general” - Brutus (line 11) – Brutus kills Caesar for good of Rome

· “For Antony can do no more than Caesar’s arm when Caesar’s head is off.” – Brutus (lines 182-183) – shows that Brutus is not good at conspiracy

ii. March 15, Caesar’s House

· Dream is Caesar is a statue and blood is coming out of him

· Caesar prefers listening to Decius’s interpretation of Calpurnia’s dream of Caesar’s statue

· Caesar comparing himself to a lion & is more dangerous than a lion

· Caesar is disrespectful to his wife

· “Cowards die many times before their deaths; the valiant never taste of death but once” – Caesar (lines 32-33) – shows that Caesar is brave but overly worried about appearances

· “Danger knows full well that Caesar is more dangerous than he” – Caesar (lines44-45) – shows Caesar’s arrogance

· “This dream is all amiss interpreted” – Decius (line 83) show Devius’s ability to manipulate

iii. March 13, a street

· Artemidorus has a note for Caesar – The conspiracy has leaked; this scene is meant to create suspense

iv. March 15, a street

· Brutus’s wife is worried

III. Scene

i. March 15, The Capitol

· Caesar is warned be Artemidorus and the Soothsayer but ignores them – arrogance again

· Antony befriends the conspirators; asks to speak at the funeral (must say only good things)

· Advances plot

· Shows Brutus’s ineffectiveness in leading a Conspiracy

· Show how dangerous Antony will become

· Octavius = Caesar’s nephew; will be the next ruler of Rome

· Pun = “let blood” – can mean saving or killing someone

· “O am constant as the northern star” – Caesar (line 60) – shows Caesar’s arrogance

· “My misgiving still falls shrewdly to the purpose” – Cassius (lines 145- 146) – shows Cassius knew that they should have killed Antony & that Cassius is a better conspirator

· “Let slip the dogs of war” – Antony (line 273) – shows Antony extreme vengeance

ii. March 15, Outside the Capitol

· Show ignorance the crowd can be killing wrong Cinna

IV. Scene

i. Several days later, House in Rome

· Show the viciousness of Antony

· Develops Octavius as a wise and powerful leader

· Octavius’s metaphor of being a bear attacked by dogs gives credence to the seriousness of the situation

ii. /    iii.    Several days later, Camp near Sardis, Greece

· Cassius & Brutus argue

· Brutus’s guilty consciencerevealed when he sees Caesar’s ghost

V. Scene

i. -     v.

· Cassius says Antony is like a Hybla bee, meaning his words are sweet but dangerous

· Antony says Cassius is a vicious ape

· “The sun of Rome has set” – Titinius (line 63) – has two meanings: Cassius is near death & Rome is at the end of democracy

· “This was the noblest Roman of them all” – Antony (line 68) – shows Antony’s respect for Brutus, not being ironic this time
